Crime Stats and
Safety Tips

Patrick Carr who has been our
chairman of Crime Prevention has, un-
fortunately for us, moved out of the
Armour Hills (and out of the country
to take a new position with Hallmark.)
Patrick’s departure has left a large void
in our program (as well as an opening
for a hot dog chef at our Ice Cream So-
cial.) 5o for now, I will at least fill the
role of Crime Prevention Chair. For
this issue of the Clarion, I will just give
you the stats for 2006. Total incidents
of crime in Armour Hills totaled 30;

which was the same as 2005. The
breakdown of incidents were 16 steal-
ings, one robbery, six burglaries, and
seven auto thefts. While this total
may seem high to some, remember
that we had 90 incidents in 1998, 79 in
1999, 67 in 2000, 65 in 2001, 52 in 2002,
49 in 2003, and 31 in 2004,

This decrease in crime was also
enjoyed by the Metro Police Division,
Beat 231, whose figures were down
28% from 2005. So continue to be
vigilant by illuminating your porches,
entrances, and yards after dark. Just
be sure that your lighting is well ad-
justed so that the beam is not shining
into your neighbor's window. Most
importantly, do not hesitate to call
911 if you witness suspicious activity.
Neighbors looking out for neighbors
is still the best deterrent to crime.

Again, we would like to remind
you to keep cars that are parked out-
side locked, especially ones that are
warming up in your driveway or on
the street. An unattended running
car is too big of a temptation for many
would-be criminals.
