School will do more
than prepare stu-
dents for college —
they'll graduate with
UMKC eredits

Kansas City, Missouri School
District (KCMSD) families
will have a new option for
education beginning this fall —
the Southwest Early College
Campus (SWECC). The math
and science campus, for stu-
dents in the sixth through 12™
grades, will open in August at
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the site of the former South-
west High School, 6512 Wor-
nall Road. The school will
initially open with grades 6
and 9.

The SWECC is the result of a
year-long partnership of five
community groups: The Kan-

sas City, Mo., School District;
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Kansas City's Partnership for
Regional Educational Prepa-
ration (PREP-K.C); the Uni-
versity of Missouri-Kansas
City; the Kansas City Area
Life Sciences Institute; and

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Living on a corner can mean dirty business

I live on a corner in Brookside.
There are two lovely stretches of
my yard where, usually in the
cover of darkness, my fellow dog
owners think leaving their dog
waste 15 OK. This may come as
news but the days of “my dog is
just fertilizing the yard” are gone.

On September 20, the Kansas
City Water Department Services
published a conceptual plan
called the Overflow Control Pro-
gram. It is estimated to take over
25 years to complete the work of
separating sewer and storm water
systems in a S6-square-mile area
in south Kansas City, bounded by
State Line (west), 85th Street
(south), the Blue River (east) and
the Missouri River (north).

Even at the projected cost of be-
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tween $2.4 and $3 billion dollars
the city admits that this proposed
program will not fix the water
pollution problem, namely the
bacteria E. coli and coli form, both
fecal contaminates.

According to the plan, the prob-
able source is pet waste leeching
into the storm water systems that
drain the entire metropolitan
area, including Kansas communi-
ties.

Recently we've all become better
environmental stewards. We're

taking the stairs instead of the ele-
vator, if it’s only a couple of
floors. We often say “paper” in-
stead of “plastic”. We sort our
trash into recyclables and non-
recyclables. Here's another behav-
ior change that will have a more
significant impact on our environ-
ment and health, particularly the
water quality: Promptly pick up
your pet poop! Discard it in your
trash.

I purchased biodegradable doggie
bags online — a roll of 120 bags
for $8.99. I plan to buy an attrac-
tive container and place a roll of
these bags on my fence. Maybe
my fellow dog owners will con-
sider using one next time, in the
cover of darkness, when their dog
decides to... well, you know. I
better put a night light on that
container.
